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Larcom told Rotarians that Professor
William E. Porter has been in the Jour-
nalism Department at U-M since 1962,

He served as the department's chairman
from 1966-73. The professor studied

at the University of Iowa and has writ-
ten both fiction and non-fiction for
such publications as Colliers, Saturday
Evening Post and Cosmopolitan. His
most recent literary accomplishment is
his book entitled,"The Nixon Years,"

in which he examines the relationship
between the press and the government,
specifically, the president.

The speaker recalled being a visitor
at our club when Herb Klein was the
speaker, and he reminisced as to what
would have happened if Klein had stayed
in a position of real authority, how
the influence of this great profes-
sional on President Nixon would have
perhaps altered the course of events.

It was not only Nixon who guarrelled
with the press, but all presidents,
with the exception of two, have found
themselves at odds with the "written
word." President Washington had it in
for the National Gazette. President
Jefferson, who is often quoted to have
said that he'd rather have press with-
out government, than government with-
out press, changed his tune considera-
bly after he bacame president. He
said that a newspaper should have four
well-labelled parts; truths, probabili-
ties, possibilities and lies. He
claimed that the last section would be
by far the largest.

The professor contined to say that
Lincoln was admittedly treated badly
by the press. Wilson, seeking a forum
outside the media, instituted the
"State of the Union" address. Hocover,
in press conferences, accepted only

written questions, skipping those
which he did not "care to answer."
Although Roosevelt liked the press in
general, he once, at a formal occasion,
gave the iron cross to a reporter he
particularly disliked.

Historically, Professor Porter sta-
ted, presidents all start with a feeling
of good-will toward the media, but in
due time, this relationship becomes
strained. Basically, he added, there
are two issues, salience and timing, on
which the two parties, press and presi-
dent cannot agree. Both like to deter-
mine what are the big issues and when
they are to be discussed.

Two trends have changed this relation-
ship very much. The first is the break-
down of the old code of not discussing
a person's personal life, while the se-
cond 1§ a decrease in the percentage of
the population interested in politics.

Professor Porter concluded that he
particularly deplored the recent attacks
on the press as an "institution."

This, he added, sets "the style of the
hunt."
